Uploading images
We need to upload our images into the image gallery before we start building the app. That can be
accessed from the link in the top right corner of AppShed. If you click on that and then click on the
“Images” option, that opens the image manager. And I’ve got a folder here called “Demo app”. Now
there are two ways of uploading images: you can either do them one at a time, by clicking on the
upload button here or you can do them in bulk. So, let’s first do it one at a time. I click on the
“Upload” button and then I can choose one of my images. We’ve created these for you. So, I’ll just
double click on one to select it and it’s put it there, into the image manager, into that folder.
I’m just going to delete that, you can see it’s highlighted, it’s got grey around it. So, I can then delete
it using that button up there and I’ll just confirm “Yes”. And I’ll show you the other way of uploading
images in bulk is to actually open the folder in Windows Explorer or on a Mac, in Finder. I’ve got all
my images here. You can see there are some backgrounds, there are a whole lot of buttons, grey
buttons, I have a logo for my app and then I’ve got some photos, which we’ll use in the gallery. So,
I’m going to select all and I’m going to click and drag these, by holding a mouse key down, and as I
hover over the right hand side here, it says “Drop your files here to upload”. So, I’m going to drop
those files in there. And while that’s running you can see on the bottom left it gives you the progress
of all the images being uploaded and you can see them appearing in the gallery. OK, the images are
finished uploading, the progress is completed and you can see them all here on the right hand side,
all the images from that folder. So, that’s done.I can now close the image manager and I’ll be able to
use those images as I’m building my app.

Steps:
Create new app
To create a new app you need to be on the “Home screen”. If you don’t have any apps yet, this
screen will be blank and in the middle, at the bottom there is a button to create a new app. So, click
on that. The right hand side will now load with the main settings for the app. The basic settings are
the name, the description and the icon for the app. So, we can go and fill those in now. Our name for
this demonstration will be called “London”, it’s an app about London. The description will just be
something simple, “An app about London”. You can change these all later. And the icon will be one
of the images that we loaded up earlier. So, you click on that thumbnail and it opens up the image
chooser. I can now scroll down and there is an image I uploaded earlier, called “Logo.png”. So, I’m
going to select that one and then click on the “Select” button. It’s now used that as the icon. So,
those are the only settings I need at this stage. Now I’ll click on “Save” and my app is saved. I’m now
on the first screen of the app and ready to start building.

Edit Screen Title
The title bar has the title for the screen that we’re looking at and each screen has got its own title.
Here it’s just “Screen title” at the moment. The title bar also looks different on each of the devices.
Say, if I have a look at it on an iPhone, or an Android phone or a BlackBerry, each one of those looks
slightly different. Now, it’s important to name those titles according to the screen that you’re on. So,
I’d like to rename this. You click on the title bar and it gives you a context menu and I choose “Edit”.
And on the right hand side I have the option here to edit the header, and I can edit that text. This is
my Home screen, so I’m just going to type in the word “Home” and then I’ll click on “Save”. You’ll
see it refreshes and now my title of this screen is “Home”.
